Referral to the CEIS: transmission 
and evaluation of the case file

of 30 days

New evaluations of the facts 
and interviews with the 

affected and implicated parties

Closure of the 
complaint if 
unfounded

Notification of the Rector, the 
affected party, and the 

implicated party

Referral to the CCEF: thorough 
investigation of the complaint, 

interviews with the parties, 
possible recourse to an 

external expert, and drafting 
of a detailed report with their 
recommendations for action

Maximum time limit 
of 90 days

Detailed report submitted to:
• Rector
• CEIS
• Affected party
• Implicated party

Receipt of the CCEF report by 
the CEIS: analysis of the 

investigation's findings to issue 
a final report for the Rector

Maximum time limit 
of 30 days

• The case may be referred back to the CCEF for further investigation
• The CEIS may conduct new interviews with the affected party 

and/or the implicated party
• The concerned parties may submit written statements to the CEIS 

within 10 days following the report's submission to the Rector

Closure of the 
complaint if 
unfounded

Notification of the Rector, the 
affected party, and the 

implicated party

Receipt of the CEIS report by 
the Rector: implementation 
of measures and disciplinary 

actions, if necessary

Maximum time limit 
of 30 days

Notification of the CEIS, the 
relevant department head, and 

the Dean/President of the 
respective Faculty/School

The indicated timeframes are calculated in working days.

Please note that deadlines are suspended during periods of interruption in teaching activities.
